Workshop: Maintaining Momentum and Strategies for Sustainability of Human Development,
Child and Youth Health Research Groups in Canada

OBJECTIVE: Build capacity for research groups to embed sustainability and legacy
planning in their programs.

OUTCOME: A workshop in Vancouver brought together over 100 leaders from the human
development, child and youth research community across the country. Participants
learned from experts and each other about strategies for sustaining research and gained
practical tools for navigating change. 96% of participants left feeling better equipped
with actionable insights and tools to apply to their own planning. This workshop was
made possible through our partnership with the Maternal Infant Child and Youth Research
Network (MICYRN) and the Perinatal & Child Health Research Annual Meeting.
